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In the European elections 
this May the far right is 

expected to make major 
breakthroughs. 

We are seeing the biggest 
surge of support for the 
racist and fascist right since

Tommy Robinson and far 
right UKIP have attempted 
to exploit the government’s 
Brexit crisis to gain 
support.

Steve Bannon has been at 

the heart off attempts to 
build an international far 
right movement.
